Bosphorus, one of the most exquisite water ways in the world, is a narrow strait (31 km long)
between the continents of Europe and Asia connecting Black Sea and the Sea of Marmara. In
Byzantine and early Ottoman days, there was little settlement on either side of Bosphorus but as of
the 18" century it became a favorite place for the sultans and their entourage where they built their
villas and waterside residences.
